» No grass or weeds can exceed a height of 5”. Residents are responsible for weeds
growing on the sidewalks from the curb to their residence.

Chapter 178-3: Accumulation or storage on private or public property prohibited
»  The ordinance prohibits any junked, abandoned, or discarded vehicle, trailer, boat,
appliance, or household furnishing on private or public property within the borough.

Chapter 215-113: Garage and Yard Sales
» A permit application is required with a fee of $10. There is a limit of two yard sales per
